6. Make a Victorian fact file use internet searches to help you and 
present it in your own unique way. 

7. Make an advertisement leaflet about visiting the seaside on the 
steam train. 

8. Draw or make a Victorian outfit for a rich child and/or a poor 
child. 

9. Recreate a Victorian recipe.  You could ask your family to taste it 
and give you some feedback.  Write the recipe and method.
